Description:
 AHA welcomes artists to enter contemporary works of art. As with previous Contemporary Shows, you are also free to explore any themes of your choosing.

If you missed AHA’s recent special exhibition, “Wahi Pana: A Sense Of Place,” you may use this as an opportunity to further develop ideas it inspires. 

Eligibility:

For this show, AHA members & non-members are welcome to enter. To join AHA, fill in the membership application/renewal form (page 6).  Annual membership renewal fees are due each January. A list of all paid-up members will be sent out after June 30 if you are uncertain as to your membership status.

All media accepted.

Submissions: 

Digital images of all artwork must be emailed to Ahahawaii@gmail.com by the end of Friday, July 19, 2019 (11:59pm HST). Images must be 300 dpi and in JPEG format; advised 1200 pixels minimum, 1800 pixels maximum on the longest side.  

In one email, with “AHA Show” in the Subject line, include each entry image as an individual jpeg and attach the filled out entry form. 

Title each image as follows: ArtistLastName_Title_Size.jpg.  

In the message body, include piece information (title, size, medium, price). 

After sending your entry electronically, please print out your entry form and mail it with your entry fee (and membership dues and application/renewal form if need be) to: AHA Contemporary Show, PO Box 22274  Honolulu, HI  96823. Registration forms may also be emailed in with digital submissions.

Checks should be made out to the Association of Hawaii Artists (AHA). 

Artists will be notified of acceptance no later than Friday, July 26, 2019.

Registration Fee:

For AHA members, $40 for the first three (3) pieces. $10 or each additional piece. 

For non-members, $80 for the first three (3) pieces. $15 or each additional piece.  Sets are counted by piece (e.g., a diptych counts as 2 entries, a triptych counts as 3 entries, and so on). Please review Entry and Eligibility Rules. Entry fee is non-refundable.

Take-in Day:

 Monday, August 5, 9-10:30am in Honolulu Hale Courtyard

-No late entries.

-Only artists who have been notified of acceptance should bring their work to Honolulu Hale on this date. Refer to Display Rules below.

-No payments will be accepted on Entry Day due to City and County of Honolulu rules.

-Parking: You may park in the front of the Honolulu Hale to load-in your art. This is a loading zone (5-10min max!) ONLY. Additional parking is allowed on South King St. (from 8:30am-3:30pm.)

Juror:

Sally French: Born in Stockton, California, “Double Dog Dare” Studio resident artist and arts educator Sally French has maintained her studio on Kauai for 31 years, hailing from the San Francisco Bay Area via Honolulu in 1970‘s. French has taught art in the San Francisco Unified School District and lectured as a visiting artist at Print Press, Denton, TX; Denver School for the Arts; the Art Institute of Chicago; Eastern Illinois University, as well as teaching at Penland School of Crafts, Asheville, NC; The Contemporary Museum, Honolulu, HI and Maui Arts and Culture Center, Wailuku, HI.
Awards:

First Place, Second Place, Third Place, and Three (3) Awards of Honor

Reception:

Thursday, August 8, 4-6pm. 

Open public invitation to enjoy the awards ceremony, music, and pupus. Exhibiting artists are asked to bring a pupu to share.  Parking is available in PUBLIC PARKING City and County municipal area off South Street. (FREE after 4:00PM)

Take-Down Day:

 Thursday, August 29, 9-10:30am 

-REMEMBER TO PICK UP YOUR ARTWORK ON THIS DATE. There are no storage provisions. AHA is not responsible for unclaimed artwork. 

Display Rules:
-All work must be original art. Reproductions, work done in workshops, under instruction, or made by copying a photographic reference or another artist’s work will not be accepted. 

-Original (first print) of digital works is acceptable; no giclees or other reproductions.

-Art may be no larger than 48”x60” if 2D. If 3D, pieces must fit within 24”x24”x24” or be free-standing. 

-Wet work or pieces that are not wired and ready to hang will be rejected immediately.

-No sawtooth hangers on wall hanging works. Frames should be wired to hang.

- Plexiglass is acceptable for framed work. (UV is at discretion of the artist.) Do not use GLASS.

-Screw eyes or hangers should be fixed 1/3 to 1/4 the height of the piece from the top.

-Artists with 3-D works must be able to transport their pieces or provide own assistance.

-We will not accept entries that require special installation.

-Works must remain in the exhibit for the duration of the show.

-AHA reserves the right to refuse entry of any work deemed by the Exhibit Committee to contain any of the following: inappropriate content; insufficient presentation; or any other condition that poses a problem for installation. The Committee’s decision is final.

Commission:
AHA asks a 15% commission of pieces sold from this show. There can be no sales made at Honolulu Hale. Purchase arrangements must be conducted between the artist and patron off of the Honolulu Hale premises. Artists discovered to not have paid this commission fee will be ineligible to exhibit in future AHA shows for two years.

Liability:
We will handle your work with the best of care. However, AHA and City and County of Honolulu assume no responsibility for theft, loss, or damage of any kind. Liability insurance is the artist’s responsibility.

Other Conditions:
Juror may disqualify any work that does not meet outlined requirements.

After entering your art, you will be asked to leave unless you are part of the installation team. Artists will not be allowed to talk to the Juror at this time nor browse the exhibit during installation.

Prepare your titles with care. Write clearly and legibly. We will print exactly what you write.

You may not remove your artwork prior to the end of the show without the approval of an AHA Exhibit Co-Chair.
