No payments will be accepted on take-in day. Submit your entry fee in one of the following methods:

Entry and Eligibility Rules:

e All 2D and 3D media accepted. All work must be by the entering artist.
e Original first print of digital works is acceptable; no giclees or other reproductions.

o If 3D, pieces must fit within_18”x18"”x18"” or be freestanding and weigh no more than 30 Ib.
(Note: There are NO Plexiglas covers for 3D stands available for this exhibit.)

e Wet work or pieces that are NOT WIRED and ready to hang will be rejected immediately.
e Plexiglas is PREFERRED. AVOID GLASS.

o  We will not accept entries that require special installation including supplemental display items
or information. A volunteer installation team will handle the show installation.

e AHA reserves the right to refuse entry of any work deemed by the Exhibit/Hanging Committee
to contain any of the following: inappropriate content, insufficient presentation, or any other
condition that poses a problem for installation. Decision by the Hanging Committee is FINAL.

e Works must remain in the exhibit for the duration of the show.
